


 

Madison County Chamber Student Employer Tours 

 

Over the past 18 months the biggest threat to our local economy has been that of workforce availability. 
To meet this challenge, we have been working with community partners to establish long las�ng talent 
pipelines for our employers. In 2022, we partnered with Madison Grant High School on a project to 
iden�fy students that were not interested in college and had yet to determine a career pathway.  

Once the school had iden�fied these students, our chamber coordinated field trips for these students to 
expose them to the many different career op�ons they had available to them here in Madison County. 
Based on the survey results of the students’ interests, we led over 50 students to 7 different employers 
in various fields including agribusiness and manufacturing.  

The immediate feedback from the students and employers both was how much more impact it was for 
the student to visit the business instead of the business visi�ng the classroom.  Many of these students 
have now expressed a desire to enter these fields post-gradua�on. As a secondary benefit, many of 
these employers have set up direct partnerships with the school to increase exposure and training 
opportuni�es via job shadowing and internships. For the Chamber, making these connec�ons and 
facilita�ng partnerships has solidified our reputa�on in the community as the go to organiza�on for 
helping business in our region.  
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
